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Fund and Market Commentary

The global equity market as measured by the MSCI World Index fell by 2.64% over June
while the Alpha Global Opportunities Fund outperformed by 0.37%. Over the longer
term the Fund has achieved competitive performance relative to its benchmark.

The United States (US) equity markets made anather month of positive returns with the
Dow Jones and S&P 500 indices up 1.62% and 0.48% respectively. The US
unemployment rate rose slightly to 4.4% and non-farm payrolls increased by a healthy
margin of 222,000 jobs. In consideration of the strengthening labour market, economic
data and moderately rising economic activity, the Federal Reserve raised the target
rates by 25 basis points to 1%-1.25% in June. However, given the issues of reforming
healthcare policies and the uncertainty of President Trump’s administration putting
through fiscal stimulus, the central banks' forecasts and projections are complex and it
is unclear how growth, inflation and interest rates will play out over time.

European markets were under pressure in June in light of political risks in the United
Kingdom (UK) and the uncertainty over the European central bank’s monetary policy.
The UK's FTSE 100 index dropped by 2.76%, Germany’s DAX fell 2.49% and ltaly’s MIB
index ended the month 0.71% lower. The UK snap election on June 8th dominated
headlines, but the result was disappointing as the Conservatives lost the majority in
Parliament causing more concerns about the progress of Brexit given the tight
timetable. In contrast, Asian markets enjoyed the tailwind with China’s Shanghai
Composite up by 2.41%, Japan's Nikkei 225 index rising 1.95% and the Hong Kong
Hang Seng Index lifting 0.41%.

Considering the prospects for assets beyond short-term noise and volatility, our
preference is to take a longer term approach to the markets. This does not mean we
are not actively managing the Fund. To the contrary, the structure of our Fund is always
reflective of our most current assessment of market risk. In structuring the fund, Alpha
Fund Managers seek to select high quality managers and blend these managers to
create portfolios that can achieve consistent, absolute and relative performances,
irrespective of where we are in the market cycle.
